Since Arch Klumph's idea for an endowment fund dedicated to "Doing
Good in the World" took root in 1917, we have come a long way.
From its first contribution of US$26.50 a century ago, The Rotary
Foundation has given more than US$4.7 billion to projects that promote
peace, fight disease, provide clean water, support
education, save mothers and children, and grow local
economies. We can proudly call ourselves one of the world's leading
Foundations, because our peers consistently recognize the impact of our
work.

Everything The Rotary Foundation has achieved is a result of your
support.

Without your support, our district D3450 would have never had a chance
to offer services to our local communities.

Without your support, some of our clubs in D3450 would not be able to
carry out projects to help other countries in need. Nor they have the funds
to help other people in need.

Let us share with you one of our successful Global Grants, GG1977558,
with RC of Kowloon East of D3450 as International Club, and RC of
Bangkok of D3350 (Thailand) as Host Club, under Grant Title:
Capacity Development for Palliative Home Care, helping
middle, and lower income families with heavily laden with debts from
medical bills in taking care of bedridden family members in their last stage
of life. To stop giving the most expensive treatment to their loved ones is
widely perceived as against the Asian family value of being "ungrateful" to
parents and would draw a societal condemnation. Palliative care is an
alternative to the costly and painfully invasive conventional treatments in
hospitals. It would provide a better quality of life to patients and their
families, both economically and emotionally. The total budget and funding
from TRF is US$34,358.00. What a meaning project to help?

There is another successful Global Grant, GG1876956, with RC of
Ulaanbaatar of D3450 as Host Club, and RC Central Blue
Mountain of D9685 (Australia) as International Club, under Grant Title:
Family and Community Conflict Resolution in Mongolia,
helping a group of Mongolian professionals in mediation, family law and
community conflict resolution to gain knowledge of Australian legal and
organizational frameworks for family law and community dispute
resolution. Afterwards, the project continued to provide skills in conflict
prevention and management at the judicial, government department and
community level in Mongolia. The whole idea of the project is to create
peace and harmony to the families and communities. The total budget
and funding from TRF is US$32,344.00.
